Welcome to Spring! 
The gloomy winter is finally behind us and we can 
wander to the movie house without trudging through 
slush or nasty cold winds.  (or at least that’s what 
we’re all hoping). 
And we’re only one month away now from the first 
Summer Blockbuster, with Spiderman being released 
in the first week of May.  And from there things 
really heat up.   
But before we go looking at all the popcorn movies a 
moment should be taken for last Month’s Oscars.  
Finally all the awards are over with (with the 
exception of the MTV Movie awards..which may not 
be prestigious but they’re usually interesting…).   I 
only cover five awards in this magazine: the Screen 
Actors Guild (SAG) awards, the Golden Globes, the 
Oscars, and just for fun the Razzies and the MTV 
awards as well.   But these are just the tip of the 
iceberg.  Along with those in the last few months we 
had the American Film Institute awards, The Baftas 
(the British Oscars) and award ceremonies in 
Germany and Spain.  (notable for the awards given 
to Halle Berry and “The Others” respectively).  
Simply put there are a freakin huge amount of 
awards.   
The movie industry likes to pat itself on the back a 
lot.   
As you have noticed there are no “Cambridge Movie 
News” awards.  I’ll let everybody else have the fun 
and report the results to you.   
But there are a few things that I found interesting this 
year.  Most notably the Oscars finally have an 
Animated Films section.  Shrek deserved the win, 
although I thought Monster’s Inc. had a good chance 
at it.  I was disappointed that Final Fantasy didn’t get 
a nomination.  It deserved it, although I don’t think it 
should have got the Oscar. 
An interesting question is whether or not having it’s 
own category will preclude the movie from winning 
best picture.  Animated films get very little respect in 
America so it is unlikely that one would get it 
anyways.  (with the notable exception of Beauty and 

the Beast). 
Personally I think the attitude is changing.  The same 
problems have hounded the foreign language films 
for years, but slowly they are getting nods in other 
categories as well.   Amelie was nominated for four 
categories outside of Best Foreign Language film, 
including Best Original Screenplay.  Last year 
Crouching Tiger/Hidden Dragon  was a leading 
contender for Best Picture. 
So films can break out of their special slot.  But it 
takes quality films to be made, and animation is 
notoriously expensive and time consuming.  
Unfortunately for every Shrek or Toy Story that we 
see we’ll also have two or three Beauty and the Beast 
sequels. 
As far as the rest of the Oscars, it was pretty much as 
I expected.  It was far too long  (sometimes I envy 
music reporters, the Grammies never seem to have 
such a butt-numbing effect).  Also I thought From 
Hell deserved an Art Direction nod, and Nicole 
Kidman should have been nominated for The Others 
rather than Moulin Rouge  (although I was pleasantly 
surprised by Moulin Rouge, and didn’t mind it for 
Best Picture). 
 
This issue we have plenty of goodies for you beyond 
the awards listings.  DVD Easter Eggs is discussed, 
along with Coming Attractions (including a ton of 
DVDs from Cartoon Network on April 23rd), 
Reviews large and small and everything that you 
need. 
Enjoy the Spring, and beware approaching 
blockbusters  (the buzz for Spiderman and Star Wars 
are both very intense).

Theater 
Resident Evil 
Horror [R] 
Video games usually make very poor choices for 
movies.  They provide  characters and action, but 
little plot and direction.  Recently this has changed, 
as video games get more complicated the resulting 
movies have more to draw on.  Final Fantasy was 
like this, and so is Resident Evil. 
Resident Evil is a zombie movie, and it won’t be 
winning any Oscars.  But it does provide some 
decently scary scenes with some interesting 
characters. 
Some parts in the beginning are pretty slow…as we 
see our heroine Alice (played by Milla Jovovich) 
slowly going through a strange abandoned house.  It 
feels like the beginning of a video game..and would 
work if we were controlling it.  But as a movie it 
doesn’t.   
Thankfully the movie picks up once Alice, her 
husband, a cop and a group of marines break into the 
“Hive” and underground bioweapon research 
facility.  Of course with this being a horror film the 
marines don’t last long.  Soon the place is swarming 
with the Undead and other nasties.   

The zombies and other nasty monsters work fine, 
with plenty of icky looking dead people chasing the 
living.  One problem is that the film holds back on 
the zombie attacks..they’re supposed to be eating the 
living- but every time someone gets pulled in we 
don’t see any bites or wounds.  This is great if you 
want to keep the gore down, but really doesn’t mesh 
with the genre (or the video game roots).  This may 
be fixed in the DVD release. 
Despite these problems Resident Evil is worth 
watching if you like seeing a quick and fun horror/
action film.  Fans of the video games will be 
especially happy as several characters and settings 
are included.   
 
No Such Thing 
Supernatural Drama [R]

As a lifelong fan, I jumped at the chance to see Hal 
Hartley speak at the American premier of his latest 
film, No Such Thing, at the Harvard Film Archive.   
Hartley said that this film went through three stages.   
When he was writing the screenplay, he thought of it 
as a comedy.  But, when directing it became angrier 
and when editing, he claimed it ultimately felt like a 
sad movie. 
Complex and ambiguous emotional currents run 
throughout his films, yet No Such Thing, a monster 
movie, is the strangest application of his talent so far.  
The Monster (Robert Burke from Simple Men and 
The Unbelievable Truth) is discovered in a former 
US missile base in a desolate Icelandic cove.  The 
news crew that makes first contact with him goes 
missing.  Mysteriously, the fiancé of one of them, 
Beatrice (Sarah Polley), receives a battered audio 
tape in the mail from the point of their disappearance

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but filled with The Monster’s disgruntled ramblings 
against humanity. 
She strikes out to learn what happened, and goes 
through what is Hartley’s take on the monster 
genre’s “last heroine goes through tremendous trials 
to toughen up before final monster confrontation”.  
She is then duped by the Icelandic natives who get 
her to pass out drunk in order to leave her as a 
classical sacrifice (toga clad!) to The Monster.  But, 
what she finds is a being no more evil than most, but 
rather a cynical and bitter being whose misanthropy 
stems from having to watch humanity for millennia 
of his immortal life.  Accordingly, the earth that we 
see in this movie is one of soulless careerism, 
alienation, and is barraged by constant violence. 
What The Monster seeks is death.  Beatrice agrees to 
help him track down the one scientist who is capable 
of granting his wish, Dr. Artaud, in exchange for his 
promise not to kill anyone else.  Thus, beauty and the 
beast come to Manhattan, where The Monster does 
his best to stay continually inebriated to dull the pain 
of human contact. 
At times, the only thing that makes the Monster 
scenes bearable is the restrained inner beauty that 
Sarah Polley brings to her character.  She can project 
innocence even when double wrapped in black latex 
and more than pulls her weight against Burke’s 
creature.  Burke has dead on delivery, but his 
makeup interferes with his expressive ability. 
One of Hartley’s strengths is how he mangles up 
competing emotional themes within a genre, playing 
them off of each other to reach a heightened effect..  
But, No Such Thing feels off balanced toward the 
angry and sad, away from the comedic.  The viewer 
is constantly reeling from the verbal assaults coming 
from Burke’s creature.  The problem is that the 
bitterness of it makes it hard listen to his message.  
You’re torn between wanting to hear what an 
immortal has to say and recoiling from his obsession 
with himself.  

 
Also, the message itself seems garbled.  Is the only 
difference between The Monster and us one of 
longevity?  Is it only our transience that keeps us 
from reaching a similarly soul-consuming, suicidal 
state?  One would be a fool to expect answers to 
questions from one of Hartley’s movies.  In fact, his 
work Surviving Desire, is about a professor of 
Russian Literature who refuses to give answers but 
only to “ask the questions better”. My slight 
disappointment in No Such Thing, despite some 
beautiful images, is because I’m not sure what is 
being asked. 
 
The Blue Angel 
Drama [NR] 
Performed at the Somerville Theatre with Boston 
Secession, March 16th, 2002

Live musical accompaniment to film, far from being 
a unique experience, was once the rule.  Until the 
talkies, every theatre had a piano man responsible for 
setting the mood; Charlie Chaplin’s jigs were funnier 
and The Sheik became more mysterious submerged 
in the sounds of these early musical pioneers.   
Recently, Boston Secession has been fulfilling the 
promise of this craft to wide acclaim with “original 
live music soundscapes” to such films as 
“Apocalypse Now” and Wim Wender’s “Wings of 
Desire”.  On March 16th, they again sold out the 
Somerville Theatre for their showing of “The Blue 
Angel” (1930) with Marlene Dietrich. 
With a Weimar Cabaret band and 22 member chorus, 
Boston Secession led the audience through the tragic 
tale of Professor Immanuel Rath.  Herr Doktor Rath 
is a dour instructor at a University in Germany, a bit 
past middle age, but still clinging to the Prussian 
disciplinary style in his dealings with his boyish 
students.  His class is composed of rogues who are 
taking full advantage of the new explosion of

Do you know what could be hiding in your favorite 
DVD?  With the arrival of spring here in Boston it’s 
time to do some Easter Egg hunting either within 
your own DVD collection or at your local video 
store.  Many of you have made the switch to DVD, 
casting aside your VHS tapes while trying to find the 
cash to upgrade your movie collection to DVD.  
After all, who can resist seeing their favorite movie 
with increased picture and sound quality, let alone 
with the tons of bonus features that are found on 
many of these discs?  A DVD can store up to 17GB 
of information.  This leaves plenty of room for the 
DVD designers to add directors cuts, deleted scenes, 
commentary tracks, subtitle tracks and all sorts of 
other goodies to your favorite DVDs.  
 
Hidden within these bonus features there could be 
Easter Eggs just waiting to be discovered.   Easter 
Eggs are secret tracks not listed in the Special 
Features menu or on the back cover of the case. 
Much like a secret song track on a CD, these Easter 
Eggs are considered bonus treats for fans of the film. 
The Easter Eggs can be as diverse and creative as the 
minds who hid them on the disc.  Take the X-Men 
DVD as an example.   If you go to the <special 
features> section and select <theatrical trailer A>, 
and then press the left arrow key on your DVD 
remote control, a rose will magically appear.  Press 
select on your remote and that rose will reveal your 
Easter Egg.  This quick egg is joke scene in which 
the X Men encounter a bumbling Spiderman.   
 
The Moulin Rouge DVD has over 15 Easter Eggs, 
usually a behind the scenes glimpse of the movie’s 
production.  One particularly thoughtful egg can be 
accessed by going to the <stars> sub-menu and 

hitting 9 on your remote control and pressing enter, 
type in the number 17, when you are done you will 
see the bagpipe sendoff that Scotsman Ewan 
McGregor received on his last day of filming. 
 
Finding and accessing Easter Eggs can be a tricky 
task.  If you are like me, you want to see all the 
secret and extra bonuses without the hunt.  Luckily 
there are plenty of online resources for help.   The 
sites www.dvdeastereggs.com, www.dvdshrine.com/
eggs and www.eeggs.com are all excellent locations 
for finding and rating Easter Eggs, as well as  
reporting any eggs you might have discovered on 
your own.   
 
As the popularity of Dvd’s has increased, so has the 
inclusion of Easter Eggs.  Some directors set aside 
footage during filming to use specifically for these.  
In the Mallrats DVD director Kevin Smith jokingly 
addresses the Easter Egg phenomena.  If you go the 
<deleted scenes> menu and press the right arrow 
key, you will see a drawing of a robot eyes, when the 
eyes light up the egg reveals Kevin Smith jokingly 
chastising us: 
Smith:  "If you're watching this, I bet you thought 
this was going to be an Easter egg, something 
hidden. No, nothing, just us sitting here laughing at 
you as you lie there looking for Easter Eggs on a D-
V-D.  God almighty, get out there, live, smell the air, 
sniff a dog...You're looking for Easter Eggs? No, no, 
no. What you should be looking for is apparel."  
 
Certainly all of these extra features don’t make or 
break the movie itself, but the bonus features and the 
Easter Eggs can make the DVD experience a fun 
one.  So go see if you can find some Eggs on your 
favorite DVD’s.  Happy Hunting!

freedom of the German 20s, and are more interested 
in Lola Lola (Dietrich), the new attraction at the 
local cabaret, than by their study of Hamlet. 
Professor Rath seeks out the source of the corruption 
but, like Hamlet,  what begins as a just quest 
becomes twisted in his own mind until he is more 
caught up in events than in control of them.   The 
sign outside Rath’s study that barks out “Do Right 
and Fear No Man”, fails to mention Woman and 
Lola Lola is siren enough to have made Ulysses steer 
the ship back for a second pass.   He quickly goes 
from Columbo to Romeo, all amidst the shabby 
foreboding cast members of Lola’s troupe, including 
a silent and sullen scarecrow of a clown who keeps 
wandering through the scene as if in shellshock.   
As for Lola Lola, although her amusement at having 
such a scholarly admirer becomes apparent, she’s 
still wise to herself, strutting around backstage in her 
bloomers, hands on hips, ready to take what comes 
her way.  When the professor offers marriage, she 
accepts and in a delightful wedding party scene she 
goes so far as to get this bearish bookish man to crow 
like a rooster on cue to her chicken clucking. 
Unfortunately, this is as good as it gets for this man.  
Torn away from his University life and shunned by 
his peers, Professor Rath begins deteriorating before 
our eyes.  Before our ears the Secession chorus 
delivers pieces from Verdi’s Requiem singing lines 
such as “come to judge the world by fire, I fear the 
moment when the trial comes and the coming 
wrath”.   
Lola is cruel, but strong and beautiful.  “The Blue 
Angel” as a work succeeds in expressing a cruel kind 
of beauty through every shadowy frame, and delivers 
a vision of dark sexuality shocking to its first 
audiences.   The Boston Secession is a unique 
treasure to Boston.  Subtitled films benefit in 

particular as the actors avoid risking being drowned 
out by a Stravinsky chorus.  One wonders though, as 
they’ve now covered both the pre-Nazi Weimar 
republic and the post-Nazi broken Berlin (with 
“Wings of Desire”), can a performance of “Das 
Boot” be far behind?

DVD 
Haiku Tunnel 
Comedy [R] 
Josh is a temp.   He goes from office to office typing 
up papers and looting pens and generally going with 
the flow.  But now he has gone “perm” with his 
current office.  He has to stay, and of course as soon 
as that happens everything just kind of spirals down 
the drain.  Luckily for us this is all very entertaining. 
The movie follows a five-day work-week as Josh 
manages to avoid/forget/screw-up or just ignore 
mailing some important business letters.  The lengths 
that he goes to are really quite amazing.  Along the 
way we also get to see his quirky coworkers and his 
boss a bizare creature of buzzwords and consultant  
ponderings.  
The movie is a lot of fun, even if they do stretch the 
plot a bit.  It’s based off of a monologue, so you have 
a lot of observation jokes and scenes with the actor 
talking straight to the camera.  
All in all the move works well, and is highly 
entertaining. 
The DVD comes with a fair amount of extras. It has 
trailers, deleted scenes, outtakes, director’s notes as 
well as commentary.  The commentary is a 
especially nice as it describes some of the joys and 
pitfalls of doing an independent movie with a

miniscule budget. 
The movie is well worth seeing, especially if you 
know the horror of travel expense reports.  Pick it up. 
 
Session 9 
Horror [R] 
I’m still impressed by the premise of this movie:  an 
old insane asylum has to be cleaned of asbestos and 
other hazardous materials.  Thus you have a work 
crew in an old abandoned building that just oozes 
creepiness in an isolated location. 
The crew begins work well enough, but as the week 
progresses each of them is affected by the building in 
some way.  Tensions rise at the building until 
something finally breaks. 
The director uses a lot of tension and atmosphere to 
build the tension rather than a lot of violence or 
special effects to scare you.  And it is effective in 
creeping you out. 
Characterization is a little light in Session 9 as we 
really only see them at work.  It’s a minor problem 
but it also helps to improve the atmosphere.  The real 
character here is the asylum. 
The building is one of the most interesting parts of 
this film.  It’s a real abandoned asylum near Boston, 
and a lot of the debris and graffiti are real. 
The DVD comes with several nice features.  It has 
deleted scenes, including an alternate ending and 
shows an entire subplot that was taken out (and 
rightfully so, as it would have only confused people).  
The director’s commentary is well done, describing 
several aspects of the filming and revealing how the 
director tried to minimalize the supernatural aspects 
of the film.  The disc also has the trailer and a 
documentary on the Asylum itself. 
The film is well worth watching if you like heavy 
psychological horror thrillers.  It can be a little slow 
in parts, but it also is quite scary.

The Puzzle (www.atomfilms.com) 
Horror [NR] 
There’s an old campfire story about a woman who’s 
putting together a puzzle, and gets more and more 
frightened as the woman in the puzzle picture looks a 
lot like her.  And the very last piece shows the face 
of the psycho killer who’s looking at her from the 
other side of the picture window. 
The story usually ends in a very unfortunate way for 
the woman. 
This movie takes that story and pulls it out a bit.  We 
get to see her moving into the house and finding the 
puzzle in a locked ancient-looking box hidden in the 
closet.  She begins to put together the puzzle through 
the evening, and as she gets farther along various 
horror elements start to come out.  The lights go out, 
strange sounds around the house and outside, a 
young girl’s giggles when there is nobody around. 
And then we get to the last piece of the puzzle..and 
this time it’s not a maniac’s face.  I think the woman 
would have preferred that. 
The movie is creepy but it has an awful lot of the 
horror clichés in it.  It has the requisite shower scene, 
and the “I’ll check out that noise outside” scene.  
Also the ending is awfully abrupt, and could have 
made for an interesting story if they had wanted a 
longer movie.  But instead it cuts for a quick scare. 
This film is worth watching if you don’t mind the 
clichés.
