Summer Picnic
at the
Lake County Model
Railroad Club

The Sunday, July 17 Redwood Em-
pire Division (RED) picnic and
meet will be held at the Lake
County Model Railroad Clubin
Lakeport. The clubisin the former
National Guard building at the Lake
County Fairgrounds located at 401
Martin Street. The picnic will begin
after 12 o’ clock.

The picnic areais about 100 yards
from the club building. Please bring
your favorite picnic lunch; hot coals
will be provided if you want to bar-
becue. Sodas and bottled water will
be supplied by RED. Also bring
some folding chairs and afolding
table, if possible, because existing
tables are limited. As an alternate,
bring a blanket to set on the grass.

The club layout is under construc-
tion but a portion of the mainlineis
operational and isset up to run DC
or (Digitrax) DCC. You can bring
your equipment (& Digitrax throt-
tles) and try out the mainline. The
total building is 30 by 50 feet with
about one-half covered in layout.

The building is handicapped accessi-
ble with awhed chair ramp and wide
aides.

Two clinicswill be presented by club
members Dave Frommer and Mike
Ernst. Dave' stopicis“Art of Model
Railroading (with apologiesto Frank
Ellison), Your Models on Canvas’
which is about digital photography
for your models. Dave asks that you
bring your digital camera; he will
have a printer and computer to show
what can be done. The second pro-
gram by Mike Ernst ison casting in
plaster. Mike has cast several build-
ings, rocks and retaining walls for the
club layout and will demonstrate his
technique.

When you arrive in Lakeport on
Highway 29, exit at the Lakeport
Blvd. exit and turn toward the lake
(east). Go to the three-way stop and
turn left (north) onto Main Street. Go
to D Street and turn left. Go through
the gate into the fairgrounds. The

club building is the first building on
theleft. Itistwo stories with the
second floor accessible on-grade up
the hill. The picnic areais past the
building to theright. You can see
the grassy area on the right through
the stock barns.

Using Highway 175 from Hopland
to Lakeport in NOT recommended
unless you are prepared for avery
curvy road. From the north (Ukiah
and north) the best approachis
Highway 20 from 101. Just before
Upper Lakethereisajunction with
Highway 29 that brings you to
Lakeport. From the south, go to
Calistoga and follow Highway 29
through Middletown to Lakeport.
The St. Helena hill between Calis-
toga and Middletown is curvy too,
but not like Hwy. 175 —which is
best |eft for those in sports cars who
like curves with no guardrails.

Please plan to arrive by 1 PM.
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Well, it®official now. We have asin-
gle pay dues with the NMRA at $45.00
and a $6.00 subscription fee for the
PCR Branch Line newsletter. In the
past, the dues for the NMRA were
$45.00 and the dues for the PCR/
RED were $6.00.

So what is different? Now the dues
will all come on one hill. Y ou will
automatically join the PCR/RED but
the subscription for the Branch Line
isoptional. Only a yearly newsletter
will be sent to those who do not sub-
scribe. If you wish to stay up to date,
you'll need to pay the $6.00 fee. The
board had a split vote of 3to 2toim-
plement this plan. This director and
one other director did not approve of
the split fee.

When the NMRA membership voted
for asingle pay program, | thought it
would be a one dues payment to one
organization - with no sub class of
membership. All NMRA members
living in the boundaries of the PCR
will now be members of the PCR and
RED. | believe we have an abligation
to keep our members informed and
hopefully get them involved. The
number of people coming to the con-
ventions and regiona meetings has
been declining but if we can get the
word out to all our members, new and
old, we hope to see thistrend re-
versed.

The NMRA will now send a $2.00
per member rebate, from the $45.00
dues, to all regions. The PCR did not
receive this previoudly. Thisdirector,
and your publications manager GUs
CAMPAGNA, recommend that no fee
be charged but instead use the interest
income from the PCR savings ac-
counts. This, along with possible ad-
vertisements, would pay the cost.

The two arguments against this pro-
posal were that we would find it hard
to impose a newdetter fee later, if it

I’m thinking about suggesting to
the Board, as an alternative to the
current plan, that a newdetter be
published 4 times ayear for what-
ever the $2.00 NMRA rebate will
buy. The argument against thisis
that we need to use thisrebate for
unspecified administrative costs -
which have not posed a problem
in the past.

To summarize: the PCR Board
feelsthat without a Branch Line
$6.00 fee they can not afford to
publish it and the board feels they
do not wish to use the savings ac-
count interest or principal. | sug-
gest that we live within our means
and send out a newsletter 4 times
ayear for whatever the $2.00 per
member per year will buy. This
way all members can beinformed
asto the activities of the PCR and
we can get maximum participation
from the membership. If we want
to publish the Branch Linein its
present format with the same kind
of quality, we can post it on the
PCR web page, aswe are pres-
ently doing, and let members and
others download it for their use.
Thisway there is no additional
cost and there will be no need to
keep an updated list of members.
The San Luis Obispo mode rail-
road club used this method very
successfully.

Please let me know how you feel
about this subject. My contact in-
formation islisted to the left.
Thank you for your responses.

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Signalsl|

Little red and green lights beside your
tracks can be a pleasing addition to
your modules or layout. The effort re-
quired to attain smilesis small when
compared to other embellishments we
might add. The signals at Bodega's
station corrected my forgetting of the
crossing selector switch ( the lever con-
trolling power to the crossing ). Then
February® Scale Rails pushed meinto
buying a commercial version of the
featured signal circuit. One of my sim-
ple signals (common anode, red and
green ) connected to the " occupied@nd
€lear@erminals of a BD-2 (Circuitron®
Current Sensing Detection Unit) now
protects the first part of my mostly hid-
den main line. The protected section
extends from tunnel portal T-5 to the
turnout for the loggers sneak. My signal
turns from green to red whenever a
trainisin that block.

| smiled. The signals at the station
looked neat. The signal at the tunnel
portal faithfully monitored the approach
or departure of trains from sight.

BUT ! There were clouds on the hori-
zon.

Sean, who isthrottle qualified on my
layout, cameto visit. | flip the block
switches and attend to turnouts when
required but Sean runsthe trains. Six
year old Sean obeyed the departure
signal at Bodega. The signal at T5 drew
more attention. Kids do not learn about
block occupancy at school.

After running a few trains, he sand-
bagged me with alogical question —the
wisdom of kids - & signals are needed
when trains leave Bodega, why are
there no signals for trains coming
back?' The kid was totally correct. |
had provided protection on the south
side of the crossing but the north side
had nothing. By focusing on my 1:1
problem of forgetfulness the 1:87 world
lost its creditability.

With our model railroads we struggle to
attain a small version of the real thing.
Our steam engines have cold fireboxes
and our diesel locomotives are non-
polluting as tiny electric motors make

them go. However, they look like the big
machines that make our eyes glow and
hearts thump. We have fun with minia-
ture replicas - not toys.

The wisdom of alittle boy made me
think. Yes -Houston, | had a problem
indeed !

Therailsjust north of Bodega® station

are a bit more complex than the simple
crossing of two main lines diagrammed
last time for @ignals|". Hereisthe big

picture.

scratching to make it work could come
later. Thelittle red and green lights
beside the tracks dress up the layout.
More important, they are easy and fun
to build.

My first step was to collect the dried up
ball point pens from various drawers -
my additional signals would need brass
tubes for masts. OUCH! - another part
of my world where Big Qil flexed its
muscle. Theink supply for ball point
pensis now stored in plastic tubes made

The narrow gauge main lineis actually
dual gauge because wide gauge log and
ore trains share the right of way up Knob
Hill and use turnout B-8 when going to
and from Bodega Y ard. Also, Flamo Qil
has important traffic for both gauges via
turnout K-1 just before the rail s start the
4% climb into the hills. Spend afew min-
utes looking over the track diagram. Sig-
naling the complex would require a bit of
thinking. Sean had shown me one dumb
move. | did not want another.

Railroads spend money for signalsto
solve problems and improve safety. We
modelers often place signals for cosmetic
effect. However, the eye catching little
critters often make operations more en-
joyable. Our best choiceisto have signals
that look right the railroad AND enhance
our fun while running trains. It was time
for some serious planning.

The need for south-bound signals at Bo-
dega made me smile. | had the excuse for
afun project on the workbench. The head

from oil. Result-- Plan B - K& S sup-
plies brass and copper tube in assorted
diametersto local and mail order hobby
suppliers. Plus 3/32@about 8" HO)
would be amore dainty diameter than
the 11" provided by my obsolete pen
tubes. Stock N0.1268 provides three
12" lengths of 3/32" brasstube. Bow-
ing to life®changes | dug into my scrap
boxes. My supply of bits of sheet sty-
reneis strong. Building the 2@4®50
relay boxes to support the masts would
be no problem. BUT, | could find no
ladder stock. Our hobby has matured.
We do not dap the stuff on boxcars
with printed cardboard sides. Ladder
stock by the foot or yard has joined
rotary dial telephones and 5 cent root
beers. What to do? The ladder®@metallic
path for electronsisvital for my simple
signals. | took the well worn path trod
by short line railroads and old-model
rails: "When you can®buy it you make
it".

Find asmall chunk of hardboard or
smooth plywood, three short lengths of
HO scale 2x10 basswood and some
straight brass or copper wire about
0.023 inches in diameter. If your hobby
supply can®help you, bare 22 gauge
brass or copper wire (0.025" Dia.) will
be stiff and straight if you clamp one
end in a sturdy vise and pull hard on the
other end until the wire "yields". Tin
the wire and you have the material for
side rails and steps. The next step isa
tweezer and small soldering iron pro-
ject. With asimple "jig" for assistance
your ladder factory will surprise you. If
you cut the steps atad long and trim to
length after they are soldered in place
the job will be less stressful. The ladder
jigisquite simple.

After soldering the stepsin place, afew
swipes with sandpaper and or small
files will remove the bumps from your
hand crafted metallic ladder. Remem-
ber, we are building SIMPLE signals
not contest entries. Flat black paint will
divert attention from any minor defects
when eyes are focused on those red and
green lights. An alternate approach isto
photoetch some ladder stock. | am not
that brave. Etching uses nasty chemical
stuff that smells bad and pushes my
worry button.

Wow! Y ou were working for the supply

department; but now we can get on with
providing proper signaling at Bodega

station. | beg your pardon for not know-
ing | was specifying obsolete materials.

Signals A and B remain in place but they

stack or B-8 isset for Knob and K-1is
set for the main line. Any time the
crossing is set for narrow gauge, signal
A must bered. If broad gauge has the
crossing and B-8 is set for Knob, the

needed new wiring to look at conditions
at turnouts B-8 and K-1. Contactsin ad-
dition to those available could be via mi-
cro switches on the turnout throw bars or
viarelays. Signal A should show green
when Bodega Western has the crossing
and B-8 isthrown to Hay-

signal must still show RED if K-1is
thrown toward the Oil spur. Thisre-
quires DPDT contacts on turnout B-8
and SPDT contacts for turnout K-1 and
the crossing control.

Signal B®wiring also became a bit
more complex. The green light requires
both the crossing and K-1 set for the
main line. SPDT contacts for the cross-
ing and K-1 do thejob. Signal A®
lashup is the seriously complex one.
Thinking through the contacts for
proper Red and Green was a challenge.
Remember the rule: Green - series al
clear. Red - any hazard.

My simple common-anode signals are
now meeting all north-bound require-

ments for both 1:1 and 1:87. Thisisa

good place to pause.

The south-bound signals plus diode
duplexing with single unit red-green
LED®are stuff for next time.

As Felix Katz said "Knowing the right
connectionsis important” -for signals,
that is.
