4. June 27™, Santa Monica Airport Commission M eeting.

Most of the meeting dealt with the Santa Monica Airport Bundy Campus update item. There were a number
of public speakersregarding how this project will ultimately be developed and the impactsthat it will bring
onto the surrounding communities. Traffic impactsare a primary concern. The commission passed a motion
which | requested clarification about from Commission Chair Grossman. He replied asfollows:

"] amnot sure exactly what the minutes will reflect or how the staff's report may alter the
exact wording of the resolution, but nmy records reflect the foll ow ng:

The Conmi ssion reconmends that access to and egress fromthe SMC Bundy Canpus to Airport
property be restricted until such tine as SMC staff subnmit to the City a detail ed master plan
for the Bundy Satellite Canpus and associ ated anal ysis of the inpact of the full project,
including all environmental reviews of the actual uses proposed by SMC and the City accepts
such reports and the City and SMC enter into an enforceabl e access agreenent incorporating
that plan.

The idea was for the parties to reach an agreenent as to the size, uses, etc. pertaining to
the final envisioned devel opnent of the Bundy Satellite Canpus, and then to enter into a

bi ndi ng access agreenent, so that if SMC deviated fromits stated nmaster plan in a manner that
was detrinmental to the City, the City would have the right to close access to Airport property
to and fromthe Bundy Satellite Canpus.”
