Worship Services Starting in April

We believe that the time is right to start Sunday
morning worship services here in northern Kumamoto.
Our Bible study meetings have been going well for
some time now and we have been able to share the gos-
pel with many
people. We
have also seen
growth in these
Bible study
meetings.
However, to
give people a
better
opportunity to
be exposed to
Christianity, we feel God’s leading to begin Sunday
worship services.

Finding a place to meet was no easy task. Pub-
lic buildings, such as schools and community centers,
cannot be used for religious activities here in Japan.
Renting a building on our own requires a substantial

monthly rent as
well as up to five
months security
deposit. Finally,
we found a private
company who
would rent space
for religious meet-
ings, albeit there
are still some re-
strictions.

These services begin April 15, 2007, at the Mi-
yamura Culture Center. We will offer a Sunday school
time for children followed by a worship service. The
meetings will be in both Japanese and English in order
to attract those interested in learning English and to

better minister to our family and any other foreigners
who might wish to attend.

We have already designed a flyer and have be-
gun distributing it. We have plans to print ten thousand
more flyers and distribute them as well. Please pray
that through these services we can expose many Japa-
nese people to the gospel and see many saved, and
eventually organize into a local Baptist church.

Trip to the States

In July, this summer, 2007, our family will
make a short four-week trip to the States. The purpose
is to visit our daughter and parents, who we haven’t
seen in over two years, and to report to a limited num-
ber of churches. The trip will be

expensive but we feel that it is
necessary at this time. We would
greatly appreciate any additional
contributions toward the expenses
for this trip.

We will be centered in the Houston area and
will be setting up some meetings with supporters there.
It will be difficult to travel very far during this time.
Thanks for your understanding. We will take a longer
furlough in 2009 or 2010. Please feel free to contact us
via email concerning this trip to set up a meeting or for
any further details.
