Graves, Groton, was Kil-
led in action in Vietnam by sniper
fire on Saturday, February 17.

Licutenant Graves was reading a
reconnaissance patrol at the time
of iz death. He was with the Third
Marine Division operating in the vi=
cinity of Dong Ha.

In Vietnam for just three months
apd twelve days, Lieutenant Graves
had already been nominated Lo re-
ceive the Bronze Star for his pai-
rol accomplishments.

A 1963 pgraduale of Edmeston
Central School, where he was listed
as an Honor Student and had served
as President of the Honor Society,
and had excelled in sports, being a
two year member of the Tri-Valley
All Starsinbasketball and a baseball
all-stax for three years.

He entered Mlami University of
Oxford, Ohio, with a Naval Reserve
Officers Training Corps appoint-

ment  from  Congressman - Sam-
wel Stratton. He ‘'was one of four
NROTC Company Commanders in
his Senior year, and ended the year
as NROTC Battalion Commander.
