Grant will help us celebrate 30 Years of Help and Hope!

Thirty years ago (1980) the first CROP
Hunger Walk in Indianapolis was organized.
That initial effort under the leadership of
Howard Hartman (now CWS Regional Director
in Texas) raised $8,170 with 200 Walkers
from 25 groups. They raised an average of
$40.85 per person.

By 2008, our Walk had grown to $124,850
with 1,206 Walkers raising $103.52 each.

In our 30 years, we have generated more
than $2.5 million, involved a total of 36,077
Walkers (about half our Walkers are new each
year) and averaged 94 groups a year.

In 2002 we added online fundraising as a
way of gathering sponsors by email. That year
we raised $3,000 on line which was 2.3% of
our income. Last year we raised $13,974 on
line or 11.2% of our income!

As we celebrate our 30th Anniversary, your
Walk Team has set some challenging goals.
We hope to raise $130,000 (not quite what
we raised in 2002 and 2003) with a goal of
$17,000 to be raised online.

To help us reach our online goal, the
Ebenezer Foundation has given us a grant of
$500 to match the first additional $1,000 we
generate. This means that once we reach
$14,974 on line, we will add $500 to our Walk
income!

How might we achieve our goals?

What might this mean for us?

If only 80 of our churches participating
in 2008 added 3 new Walkers, that
would mean another 240 Walkers. At an
average of $100 per Walker, that will
bring in $24,000!

CROP Hunger Walk route will cover
around 3.5 miles

Our 2009 route begins and ends, as usual, at the large tent
on the west grounds of Christian Theological Seminary
(42nd & Michigan Rd.).

Route too long for you? Check the maps along the route
for possible short-cuts. Or simply go so far then turn around
and return to the tent. We hope, however, everyone will
stay on the planned path as it will be monitored for those
who might need assistance.

The route is designed to be handicapped accessible to
accommodate wheel chairs, strollers, wagons carrying
children, and baby buggies.

Skateboards, roller blades, scooters, roller skates, bicycles,
and tricycles are not permitted due to insurance limitations.
Dogs and other pets are welcomed but must be on leash

and accompanied by someone age 16 or older.

10 Food Programs will receive

food collected on Walk Day

To help feed the hungry immediately, all
Walkers and Volunteers are encouraged to bring boxed or
canned food items or household staples. These will be divided
on Walk Day 2009 among the following ten food programs in
Marion County:

- Brightwood Community Center - Dayspring Center

- Community Outreach/Eastside -HOOP

- Downey Avenue Christian Church Food Pantry

- Fletcher Place - JEWEL

- Greenleaf Center (CAFE) - Hunger, Inc.

- Mid-North Food Pantry

Particularly helpful are canned meats, peanut butter,
soups, vegetables, fruits, macaroni and cheese, boxed meals,
and crackers.

Drop your donations off at the Food Tent next to the main
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bag the food for pick up by the designated programs later on
Walk Day.

Local programs share CWS grant

Five local hunger-fighting programs received
grants from Church World Service equivalent to
one-fourth of the funds raised in the 2008 CROP
Hunger Walk. More than $31,212 was shared by
these agencies :

Gleaners Food Bank (9%) is part of the Feeding America
network and provides food and other commodities to food
pantries and feeding programs in central Indiana, as well as
working through special programs to end child hunger in
central Indiana. (Gleaners serves as the fiscal agent for our
CROP Hunger Walk expenses.)

Indiana Christian Leadership Conference (4%) for its food
programs serving the poor in predominantly African-American
areas. (Volunteers from this program help on Walk Day.)

Second Helpings (4%) which is a food recovery and
culinary service training program for those on the edges of

feeding programs using food reclaimed from restaurants and
other sources. (Volunteers and staff serve at our water stop
located at the Unitarian Universalist/Indianapolis church.)

St. Vincent de Paul Society (4%) helping to underwrite its
client choice program which allows those in need to shop in a
special store for groceries they are more likely to wisely use.

I & (SVDP provides special logistical services for our Walk.)

The Church Federation of Greater Indianapolis (4%)

providing start up and emergency funds for new food pantries.

(CFGI holds a contract with the Walk to pay our Walk
Assistant.)

Around the world

In Pakistan, 750 women in Mirpurkhas District, Sindh
Province, are participating in a CWS-supported project to
grow nutritious vegetables in local gardens, manage their
money through a savings and loan program, and gain basic
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A year after receiving a goat, the women repay the loan
program so other families can receive goats. The project was
recently expanded to include families in neighboring
Umerkot District.

Hurricanes Katrina and Rita four years after - Since 2005
Church World Service has helped to repair or rebuild some
709 homes of families affected by these hurricanes, and
continues to support long-term recovery in the region. CWS
repair and rebuilding efforts have been undertaken in
coordination with community and faith-based recovery
groups, as well as in partnership with Habitat for Humanity
International and congregational volunteers from across the
U.S. and Canada.

In partnership with Accion Medica Cristiana, newly trained
nutrition monitors are visiting indigenous families in
communities alongb A O NYe@atzlA@gtic coast. The
training workshop is one component of the CWS regional
food security program in Central America.

Around the corner

CWS grant monies to Second Helpings enables delivery of
hot meals to various social service agencies in the Greater
Indianapolis area. Many of the deliveries are to old churches
that reflect their age and deterioration, but provide our most

disadvantaged citizens a place of shelter, hope and LINER

nourishment. At AS
Deliveries of hot meals and baked goods also go to

preschool and daycare programs. Babies and toddlers

receive unexpected surprises as cakes that would have

ended up in a dumpster behind a commercial bakery are
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Fletcher Place Food Pantry receives food brought by

Walkers to the CROP Hunger Walk. Their mission is to break
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in their preschool program, then volunteered with the
center. When a paid job opened with the center, Mary
applied and was accepted. She worked there for nearly two
years at which time she applied to a local college and was
accepted. Mary had a new opportunity for a better future
for her family thanks to Fletcher Place.

During tight times, many struggling food pantries receive
emergency funds from the Church Federation of Greater
Indianapolis Benevolence Fund thanks to the CROP Walk.
