Tuesday will be a free day. You may hike into the Canyon, rent horses or mules,
take bus trips or drive around the area. Of course, there will be plenty of time for
the ladies to shop. Just outside of the park, in the village of Tusayan, there are
restaurants, airplane rides, and an Imax theater.  You are free to do as much,
or as little as suits you.

Wednesday morning, April 22nd we will depart around 10 AM taking a different
route down to the desert floor. We will stop at Cameron for lunch at a great
trading post. In the past, it was a Fred Harvey hotel and restaurant. We highly
recommend the Navajo Tacos. After lunch we will motor back to Flagstaff,
arriving mid afternoon.
