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Egyptian Treasures from the Brooklyn
Museum Slated for National Tour

The Brooklyn Museum has organized an exhibi-
tion of 107 objects from its holdings of ancient
Egyptian art that is touring nationwide and con-
cluding in 2011. The presentation, titled To Live
Forever: Egyptian Treasures from the Brooklyn
Museum, is slated to travel to more than ten
venues.

To Live Forever includes objects that illus-
trate a range of strategies ancient Egyptians
developed to defeat death and contrasts how
the rich and the poor prepared for the hereaf-
ter. The economics of the funeral are examined,
including how the poor tried to imitate the
costly appearance of the grave goods of the
rich.

Exhibited works will include the painted
cof n of a mayor of Thebes; the mummy and
mummy portrait of Demetrios, a citizen of
Hawara; gold jewelry made for nobility; faience
amulets; and granite and clay vessels.
