
Pastor’s Reflections

Most of you have seen Michelangelo’s Sistine Chapel
painting, “The Creation of Adam,” if not in person, then in
books. It is the painting of God reaching God’s hand to touch
Adam’s hand. It is said to be a beautiful picture of God’s act of
creation where heaven touched earth.

The birth of Jesus is another time when heaven
opened up to reach down to earth to start the journey
of God on this earth. Ponder with your hearts what it
means to you that God was born – born in a manger
because there was no room for him, no room for Mary
and Joseph.

No room for Jesus then; and no room for Jesus now in
our society! It saddens me that there is a growing movement
to take Christ out of Christmas. Don’t they know that there
would NOT be a Christmas to celebrate if it weren’t for the
birth of Jesus, the Christ, the Messiah? Don’t they know that
the giving of gifts is because the Three Wise Men brought gifts
for the Christ Child?

The question that comes to mind is, if they want to deny
the Christ part of Christmas, why don’t they just do away with
the celebration of Christmas? You know, boycott it. Instead,
they have distorted it into a time when people rush around like
“chickens without their heads” to the stores and fight over the
merchandise that is there, in order to give the perfect gift that
everyone wants to have. It has turned into a time of
extravagant spending, more than people can afford; a time of
filling our stomachs with the rich foods of the season, and a
hectic time of shopping, decorating and preparing all that
needs to be done by Christmas Day. So, if you are like me, by
the time Christmas comes around, I’m stressed out, burned
out, and mad that we (humanity) are doing it all wrong!

And then I wonder what God thinks about all of this – the
taking of Christ out of Christmas. I want you to ponder that
for a moment. Does it bother you that they’re taking Christ out
of Christmas? I remember as a child growing up, looking
at the Christmas cards we had received and picking up the

one with a nativity scene on it. I can still see myself standing
in the living room, next to the Christmas tree with its lights on.
My parents were in the kitchen nook, so the living room lights
were dim. There were lots of presents under the tree; but my
heart was sad. And I remember saying to myself, “They’re
doing this all wrong. This (the picture of the nativity) is what
Christmas is really about. It is about Jesus.” Most of you
know that my parents were
Buddhist, so we didn’t go to a Christian church. But because
of my Christian Pre School experience I knew what Christmas
was REALLY about.

What are your experiences of Christmas as a child growing
up? Were you in a Christmas play at church? Did you learn

that it was God in the manger; and Jesus was
God? We need to get in touch with the child
within us or remember how it was as a child,
because it is as a child that we become filled
with awe and wonder about Christmas. I want

you to experience Christmas (and God) in a different way this
year. I want you to experience it as a child, where you are
truly amazed that heaven opened up to bring forth God in
Jesus. I want your hearts to feel the presence of God within
you.

God is trying to reveal God’s self to us each and every day.
God wants us to feel the connection that exists between God
and you and each other. The bond of love that holds us all
together is because of the Babe in the manger - the Babe that
came to make us one with God and each other.

God is reaching to touch you. Open your heart to the
Spirit; and journey to Bethlehem in new and exciting ways.
May the birth of Christ fill your heart with love, peace, hope
and the light of Christ. And just as Christ was born, may you
be born anew in the Christ this Christmas.

Highlights from the Administrative Council
Meeting, November 1, 2006

Correspondence received: A letter was received from the
Bishop, thanking us for paying 100% of our apportionment this year.

Reports:
Christian Education: none

Finance/Treasurer: Handed out the report for October. Figures
are pretty much in line with last year. Montessori payments are all
caught up. Refer to the report for more details.

Mission and Outreach: no report related directly to committee.
For the new Task Force on opening up the church to other groups,
Helen Yoshida will co-lead with Marlene. They will start meeting
as a group in the new year.

Staff/SPRC: The reports are basically done; pastor’s compensation
form just has a couple of numbers to put in. The evaluation form is
complete.

Trustees: Because of conditions found in the Horikoshi Chapel –
evidence of food, spills, moving things around – notices were sent
to all who use the room. Also, some cleaning tools will be made
available in the upstairs bathroom for cleaning the chapel after
use. The front rock garden was finished by Moses Oshima, Steve
Derreberry, Hugh Lee, Ron Fujie, John Golden, and Leo Saito.

Worship: meeting on Sunday Nov 5 for Advent planning, including
Ron F. from the Music committee. Pledge letters will be going out.

Music: Sonos Handbells will be using the sanctuary to finish up a
recording. J-Town Jazz is also rehearsing in the church.

JASEB: Regarding the Adachi Nursery in El Sobrante, where a
JASEB committee made a backup offer of $1.7 million for the 2-
acre property – the first deal fell through, so now JASEB’s offer is
on the table. The seller wanted a 60-day close. JASEB countered
with a 120-day close, although it does not know where or how it
will get the money. The Adachi’s final offer is to close January 10,
2007, with an increased deposit from $10,000 to $25,000 and the
deposit forfeited if the deal doesn’t close on time. JASEB idealists
still want the property, but there is a lack of concrete plans. As a
result, Council does not support the purchase.

by Thomas Hardy (1840-1928)

Christmas Eve, and twelve of the clock.
"Now they are all on their knees,"
An elder said as we sat in a flock
By the embers in hearthside ease.

We pictured the meek mild creatures where
They dwelt in their strawy pen,
Nor did it occur to one of us there
To doubt they were kneeling then.

So fair a fancy few would weave
In these years! Yet, I feel
If someone said on Christmas Eve,
"Come; see the oxen kneel

"In the lonely barton by yonder coomb
Our childhood used to know,"
I should go with him in the gloom,
Hoping it might be so.

An ancient legend tells that the beasts kneel at midnight
on Christmas Eve, remembering the miraculous birth.
("barton" is an old English word for “farmyard,” and
"coomb" means a “valley”).
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
