I (we) agree to hold Suburban Dog Training Club, Inc., its members, directors, officers, agents, employees, instructors, and volunteers harmless from any claim for loss or injury
which may be alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or thing by the act of my (our) dog(s) while in or upon the premises or grounds used for classes
or other club activities or near any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally assume all responsibility and liability for any such claims, and I (we) further agree to hold the
aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss of my (our) dog(s) by disappearance, theft, death, or otherwise.

I(we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save the aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason
of the liability imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties for damage because of bodily injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person
or persons, including myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, arising out of or in consequence of my (our) attendance at classes or participation in other club activities.
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First night, report early for equipment check. You will need a regulation collar and leash. If you are not sure what
equipment is proper, do not purchase any new equipment until the first class. Our collar prices range from $5.00 to
$9.00 and leashes from $8.00 to $15.00.

Unacceptable equipment: chain leash, short leash, cat leash, clothesline, collar with tags attached. All collars except
training collar must be removed.

Dogs must be at least 4 months old and housebroken. Before coming to class, your dog should be well groomed
with his nails clipped.

Dogs that are ill or in season are not permitted in class—attend without dog and continue working at home.

Your dog must be on leash and under control at all times, indoors and out. Dogs must not visit with other dogs
coming, leaving, or during class.

Do not feed your dog before class. Handlers must clean up after their dogs. Clean-up equipment is available indoors.
A bucket and bags are supplied outside. Exercise area is in the vicinity of the bucket - do not let your dog use any
other part of the grounds.

Due to insurance regulations and for safety, all handlers must wear sneakers or shoes with rubber soles. No high
heels, sandals, leather soles, bare feet or foot gear determined by the instructor to be inappropriate will be
permitted.

The dog must be handled by the same person for the 7 weeks. Subject to the instructor’s approval, we accept
young handlers if they are able to handle the dog. For handlers under age 16, one parent must attend every class.
Friends or family members who are interested in learning to handle the dog may attend and watch quietly from the
sidelines.

® To receive a diploma, you must attend 6 of the 7 classes. The first class is mandatory.

® Suburban Dog Training Club, Inc. reserves the right to excuse any dog or handler who is a danger to the class.

A certificate from your vet is mandatory and must say that your dog is in good health, is free of
worms and parasites and has had all the necessary vaccines.

Due to zoning requirements, all dogs 13 weeks and older training at our facility must have a valid
Pennsylvania dog license and a current rabies vaccine certificate. Please bring photocopied
proof of both with you on the first night of class.

If you forget any of this information you and your dog may not participate in the class.
