Please arrive at 6:45 the first evening so we can fit your puppy with appropriate equipment if needed and
check your veterinary certificate for inoculations. Puppies without inoculation certificates will not be permitted
to enter class.

Kindergarten Puppy Training (KPT) classes are for puppies from 8 to 20 weeks of age. Classes are one hour in length
and limited in size. Applications are accepted on a first-come first-served basis. Space in class cannot be
reserved until we receive a completed application, puppy profile and check.

TO REGISTER: Mail the bottom section of this form, your puppy profile and a check for $100.00 made out to
SDTC. If you have any questions, call Marylou Ryan at (215) 836-9173. Be sure to keep the top half of this form
for instructions and directions.

Be sure to read the instructions on the reverse side before arriving at the first class.

Directions from Germantown Avenue: Take E. Willow Grove Avenue approximately one mile to building
set well back on left just before the firehouse.

Directions from Route 309: Take Mt. Airy Exit to south on Easton Road. Turn right on Cheltenham Avenue.
Turn left on E. Willow Grove Ave. (2nd traffic signal). Building is set well back on right just after the firehouse.

Building is at the back of the parking lot behind the fence. Enter through firehouse driveway and park on
gravel lot. Door is at right end of building.

I (we) agree to hold Suburban Dog Training Club, Inc., its members, directors, officers, agents, employees, instructors, and volunteers harmless from any claim for loss or injury
which may be alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or thing by the act of my (our) dog(s) while in or upon the premises or grounds used for classes
or other club activities or near any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally assume all responsibility and liability for any such claims, and I (we) further agree to hold the
aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss of my (our) dog(s) by disappearance, theft, death, or otherwise.

I(we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save the aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason
of the liability imposed by law upon any of the aforementioned parties for damage because of bodily injuries, including death at any time resulting therefrom, sustained by any person
or persons, including myself (ourselves), or on account of damage to property, arising out of or in consequence of my (our) attendance at classes or participation in other club activities.
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Cancellation notification must be received three days before the first day of class in order to qualify for
a full refund. Call Marylou Ryan at (215) 836-9173 if you must cancel.

Please report to the first class promptly at 6:45 p.m. The first class requires time for equipment checks
and important instructions. You will need a 6 foot training leash with a loop at the end and either a
buckle collar or soft nylon choker collar. If you are uncertain about your equipment, it may be better
for you to wait and purchase appropriate equipment from the club this first evening. We sell the required
equipment at reasonable prices and fit it on the dog. Do not put any I.D. tags on your training collar.

Dogs must be kept under control and on leash at all times.

Do not feed your dog after 12 noon on the day of class. Exercise your dog before coming to class. If an
“accident” occurs in the building, owners are required to clean up after their own dogs. Cleanup
supplies are provided by the club. Bags and a bucket are available for outdoor cleanups.

The dog must be handled in all classes by the same person for the full six weeks. Due to insurance
regulations and for safety, all handlers must wear sneakers or shoes with rubber soles. No high heels,
sandals, leather soles, bare feet or foot gear determined by the instructor to be inappropriate will be
permitted.

Well-behaved children are welcome to come watch the class provided they remain seated and quiet.
Running or excessive noise that disrupts the class cannot be permitted.

The instructor may excuse or transfer into another class, any dog or handler unsuitable for kindergarten.

A certificate from your vet is mandatory and must say that your puppy is in good health, is free of
worms and parasites and has had all the necessary puppy vaccinations, including Parvo.

Due to zoning requirements, all dogs 13 weeks and older training at our facility must have a valid
Pennsylvania dog license and a current rabies vaccine certificate. Please bring photocopied
proof of both with you on the first night of class.

If you forget any of this information you and your puppy may not participate in the class.
