Long Creek Presbyterian Church Cemetery 

John Jonas Plonk (1823ï1908) was born near Crouse, North Carolina. His parents were 

Joseph Plonk (1788ï1888) and Barbara Rudisill (1795ï1864). His grandparents were 

Jacob Plonk II (1747ï1845) and Christina Kiser (1755ï1823). Those early generations 

were buried at the Plonk Cemetery in Lincoln County. 

In 1848, John Jonas Plonk married Anne Ellen Oates (1831ï1905). Her family lived near 

and attended the Long Creek Presbyterian Church in Gaston County.

Oates, Sloan, and Ormand families manufactured iron products during the Revolutionary
