Entering the Contest

Entries may be sewn, knit, crocheted, woven 
or felted and must contain a minimum of 60 
percent wool fibers.* Entries are judged 60 
percent on how they appear and fit on the 
contestant and 40 percent on construction 
(off the contestant). Age categories are Pre-
teen (12 and under), Junior (13–16), Senior 
(17–24), Adult (25–49), and Adult (50 and 
over). Preteens compete at district level only.

State Competition

The state contest will be held at the Mirabeau 
Park Hotel, Spokane, Washington, on 
October 31, 2009. It will be in conjunction 
with the Washington State Sheep Producers 
convention.

*To test fabric for wool content, place a scrap in 
one cup of bleach overnight. One-hundred-percent 
wool will have no residue left. If any fibers remain, 
the fabric is a blend. Some finishes and natural fiber 
content may affect results.
